The programme is also open to nominees of Central
and State Government Departments in India on '
payment of a course fee of Rs.69,000/- per participant.
Foreign Government nominees not able to avail of TCS
of Colombo Plan funding can be admitted to the course
on payment of US$ 2,100 only.
