Synopsis and Methodolagy

The course will provide pariicipants with a
comprehensive understanding on the pros and cons,
henefits and pitfalls of the PPP approach and the
mechanisms on how to successfully implement PPP.

The training comprises the delivery of a systematic
cumiculum and relevant course materiale that would
be used for interactive discussions in the classroom.
The course will be delivered by a team led by a PPP
expert along with several guest lscturers from PPP-
relevant industries in Singapore. Thera would also be
a site visit to the PPP project sites in Singapore and
briefing by projlect developers and/or government
officials invelved in PPP projects.

Participants would also prepare and present their own

country paper on the PPP approach in their
respective countries.
